If theater offers live captions, download Gala Pro
app in advance and fully charge your screen
device or use theater provided viewing device

Consider using a theater provided assistive
listening device and show up early before the
show starts to secure it

interpreted performances or check out 
HandsOn for ASL Interpreted shows
